MINUTES OF THE 2ND ANNUAL MEETING OF THE

 IOWA STATE USBC WOMEN’S BOWLING ASSOCIATION, INC.
April 5th & 6th, 2008

Saturday Afternoon Session, April 5, 2008

The 2nd annual meeting of the Iowa State USBC Women’s Bowling Association, Inc. was called to order on Saturday, April 5, 2008 at 1:00 pm by President, Kristi Reidy.

The delegation stood for the presentation of the colors by Carma Bouska, Sergeant-At-Arms, Connie Rommel, Assistant Sergeant-At-Arms, and Charlotte Pals, Greater Cedar Valley USBC.  The Pledge of Allegiance was then recited by all present.

Marilyn Mittan gave the invocation. 
Jim Johnson, President, Greater Cedar Valley USBC welcomed the delegation to Waterloo and thanked us for allowing them to host our 2008 event.

Wanda Blake, President, Cedar Rapids USBC WBA gave the response to the welcome.

We then heard greetings from Kim Burger, Director of Cedar Falls Tourism.

Bruce Strom, President of the Iowa Bowling Council, Proprietor of Maple Lanes, and President of the Iowa Bowling Proprietors Association addressed the delegation, bringing greetings from all three groups which he represents.

The President of the Iowa State USBC Bowling Association, Don Meisner, brought us greetings from the men’s state association.

Mark Richardson, President, Iowa State USBC Youth Assn. gave us his welcome from the youth.

President Reidy then introduced the Board of Directors of the Iowa State USBC Women’s Bowling Association, Inc.

Shirley Bloodsworth, 1st Vice President, presented the rules of the annual meeting.

The first report of the credential committee was given by Nikki Thomas, chairman.  The report included 4 officers, 7 directors, 133 delegates, representing 42 local associations, 144 eligible to vote.  

President Kristi Reidy then called on Association Manager, Charla Green, for the presentation of the 10 Year Service Awards.  Awards were presented to Joyce Seyb, Keokuk, for 10 years of consecutive service as President.  Kathy Ferneau, Tama-Toledo, was not present, but was honored for her 10 years of service as treasurer of her local association.
President Reidy then presented 300 game award plaques to Stacia Haro of Clinton who was present, and to Becky Clark, Des Moines Area, Melody Gray, Des Moines Area, Tryca Anderson, Davenport Metro, and Beth Duenow, St. Ansgar.

An 800 series award plaque was then presented by President Reidy, to Kelly Aimers, Cedar Rapids, who was not present.

President Reidy called on Connie Rommel for her report of the Special Awards committee.  Connie said:  “Good afternoon.  The Above and Beyond Award and the Outstanding Local Association Manager Awards are the awards our association uses to honor our bowlers for their dedication and service to USBC members.  I would like the past recipients of these two awards to please standup.  This year, we do not have anyone receiving these awards.  If there is anyone you feel should be nominated for these awards, please submit them to the association office, no later than June 1 of each year.  I know there are people out there who deserve to be recognized so please take the time to fill out these forms and get them submitted.  These forms, along with the Hall of Fame forms, can be downloaded from the iowawba.com website or you can contact any one of the board members and we will make sure you get a copy.  The purpose of the ISUSBCWBA Hall of Fame is to perpetrate the names of those who have displayed outstanding ability in the game of American Ten pins and/or have contributed through meritorious service to the general welfare and progress of the game in the state of Iowa.  Before I introduce this year’s recipient, I would like all of the current Hall of Fame members to please standup.  Now, it is with great pleasure that I can talk to you about a woman who has given many years of service to the Iowa State USBC Women’s Bowling Association and to her fellow bowlers of Cedar Rapids.  Carma Bouska, will you please bring Wanda Blake of Marion to the podium?  Wanda, I will never forget that big smile on your face when the Board of Directors approved your induction into the Hall of Fame at the Fall Board Meeting in August.  Wanda was elected to this board in 1992.  She has served on every committee except nominating, chairing many of those committees.  She has been a delegate to the state convention 25 years.  She has helped host our state tournament five times while being secretary and treasurer of her local association.  She received the Iowa State Service Award for 10 years of service being the secretary/treasurer.  In 1993, she was awarded the then named Lo Borschuk Outstanding Secretary Award after gaining the respect of her fellow Cedar Rapids bowlers who nominated her.  She has bowled in 50 state tournaments and 10 state senior tournaments.  In 1971 she placed 1st in the senior tournament and represented our state association well, finishing in 5th place at the National Senior Tournament in Oklahoma City.  She has also bowled in 15 state 600 tournaments.  She was a teller at the WIBC National Convention 7 times, a member of the National Pioneer Club, National 600 Club, WIBC delegate 30 times, USBC delegate 2 times and bowled in 35 National tournaments in which her team placed 7th at Denver in 1977.  She has bowled in 15 National 600 tournaments placing 2nd in 1972.  In 1991, Cedar Rapids hosted the WIBC National Tournament; Wanda was the National Tournament Convention Secretary and the Doubles and Singles Scorekeeping Chairman, putting in many long hours at the lanes.  She has been the following in her local association:  Treasurer 11 years, Secretary 21 years, President 6 years and is so at the present time.  In 1988, the Cedar Rapids women honored her by inducting her into their local Hall of Fame.  She is a certified lane inspector.  She is a charter member of the Cedar Rapids Area Council and served as secretary of the Hall of Fame.  Her high series has been a 632 and high game 279.  Wanda retired from James W. Bell after working 31 years.  She told me that after sitting in the morning watching Matlock, she decided there was more to life than that.  She was shopping at Von Maur and asked if they had any openings.  She has been working at the service desk at Von Maur for 7 years and is probably taping the Matlock reruns.  She will be introducing her family and friends shortly.  The many hours of service and pure dedication to the bowlers of our fine state are why Wanda is being honored at this convention.  Please join me in congratulating Wanda Blake of Marion on being the 40th woman inducted into the Iowa Women’s USBC WBA Hall of Fame for her years of service.  Wanda, on behalf of the bowlers of our fine state, I would like to present you with this plaque which reads:  Iowa State USBC WBA – Hall of Fame – Wanda Blake – April 5, 2008 PRESENTED FOR OUTSTANDING MERITORIOUS SERVICE IN THE GAME OF AMERICAN TEN PINS.  This certificate from USBC proudly recognizes Wanda Blake on being inducted into the ISUSBCWBA Hall of Fame, signed Jeff Boje´, USBC President.  Your name will be added to the Hall of Fame plaque which is kept at the ISUSBCWBA office.  Congratulations for a well deserved honor.”

Wanda then introduced her many family members and friends that were present to share the day with her.

Connie thanked her committee;  Carma Bouska, Norma Rose, Carolynn Lee, Sally Reighard, Marilyn Mittan, and Kris Reidy and Charla Green, ex-officio.

President, Kristy Reidy then announced at 15 minute break.

After the break, President Reidy called us back to order.

President Reidy asked for discussion on the minutes of the 1st Annual Meeting, as printed, and in the delegate folders.  No discussion.  The minutes were approved as printed.

Charla Green gave her report of correspondence which included letters from USBC regarding Sigourney, Armstrong, Lake City, Orange City, Mount Ayr, and Traer being de-activated and /or re-activated.  Thank yous were received from the BVL, The Iowa Bowling Council and USBC Bowl for the Cure for our 2007 donations.

President Reidy then announced that Fort Dodge has invited the ISUSBCWBA events for 2010.  A bid package was received by the deadline and all was in order.  The Fort Dodge delegates and helpers from Humboldt Co. then presented their skit using their “Racing around the Mineral City” theme.  Tammy Sheker, President of Fort Dodge USBCWBA gave us her welcome and invitation.  Dan Payne from the office of the mayor of Fort Dodge gave us his remarks, and Kerrie Kuiper of the Fort Dodge Convention and Visitor’s Bureau added her comments.  Fort Dodge then passed out some door prizes.

Following Fort Dodge, Jackie Mundorf, Assn. Mgr. of Cedar Rapids went to the microphone and presented the following door prizes:  A paid team entry to the Cedar Rapids 2009 tournament to Janice Cooper of Council Bluffs, a paid Doubles entry in the Cedar Rapids tournament to Pat Hutchins, Stuart, and a paid Singles entry in the Cedar Rapids tournament to Chris Franzen, Maquoketa.
President, Kristi Reidy then reported that the Report of the President is printed and in the delegate folders, and asked the delegation to read it as she will not read it at the podium.

Charla Green, Association Manager, took the microphone and reported that her report is also printed and in the delegate folders and that she also will not read the report.

Charla then asked for questions or comments on the financial report, as printed, there was no discussion.  President Kristi declared it placed on file for audit.

The Acts of the Board report was given by Charla Green.  Charla said “Acts of the Board, August 5, 2007.  The Iowa State USBC Women’s Bowling Assn., Inc., Board of Directors met on Sunday, August, 5, 2007 at the Regency Best Western Inn, Marshalltown, IA.  All members were present.  The minutes of the Spring Board meeting were approved.  Jean Mumm, Administrative Policy chair presented their report which was approved.  Sally Reighard, Finance & Budget chair presented their report in detail; general budget, tournament budget and senior tournament budget.  All were approved.  All committees met and discussed various pertinent topics.  Action was taken and approved as needed.  The Awards Banquet was discussed; it was approved to discontinue it permanently.  It was decided to have the Fall Board meeting on Saturday, starting late morning and continuing into the evening as needed, thereby eliminating the Friday night expenses.  The charm design for 2008 was approved.  Designs for 200 and 199 pins were approved for purchase.  Awards for the tournament winners were discussed.  The Delegate gift for 2008 was approved.  The photography contract with Meier Studios was approved.  The Site inspection report for 2009 was presented and approved.  Discussion of future promotional item/delegate gift, tabled until the Spring meeting.  Upon review with USBC regarding rule #15, card playing will be allowed beginning with the 2009 tournament.
Charla then told the delegation of the printed auditor’s report which is included in the delegate packets.  She asked for any questions, there were none.

President Kristi Reidy then called on Jean Mumm, Director, for her report of the Administrative Policy committee.  Jean reported “White section, page 23, Sick Leave and Vacation.  We are going to think about this and talk to our auditor about how to word it.  We will discuss it again in August.  We will have new copies of the Policy & Procedure manual at the workshop.  Green section, page 2, rule 17, insert January 31st average for all tournaments.  Yellow section, page 2, rule #16 also.  Yellow section, page 5, rule 44, remove “game of chance”.  Shannon will take care of changing the Bowl for the Cure and BVL rules.  The Board decided on an official uniform that each Board member shall purchase and wear at specific functions.  It will be placed in our Policy & Procedure manual in the white section, page 6.”  Jean thanked her committee.

Director, Sally Reighard then came to the podium for her report of Finance & Budget committee.  Sally said “Well, you did it!  You answered our challenge.  Last year at this time, the finance committee had projected 825 teams, 2,145 doubles, 4,290 singles and 4,075 all events entries for this tournament here in Waterloo.  The final number was 953 teams, almost a 10% increase over projection, with similar increases in all the other events.  With our membership this year currently at 21,696, this means we had more than 22% participation.  I think that is great!  Now, we’ll see if you can do it again.  Our proposed budget for the tournament in Cedar Rapids is projecting 900 teams, 2,178 set of doubles, 4,356 singles and 4,148 all events.   We are being very optimistic, even though we expect the decline in membership to continue.  But, the good news is that entry fees will stay the same, at $18 per person, per event.  And, I am advising you right now that if you don’t want that last Saturday night or early Sunday morning squad, you need to start working on your entry just as soon as you go back home so you can have it ready to drop in the mail on or before October 1st.  Right now there are only nine weekends scheduled and those choice April – mid-day squad times will be filled very fast.  On a brief note concerning the general account, I am sad to report that it looks as if we will end this season with a budget deficit of more than $12,000.00.  That $1.00 we receive as our state dues does not go very far.  Sally thanked her committee, Wanda Blake, Carma Bouska, Norma Rose, Shirley Bloodsworth, Marilyn Mittan, and ex-officio, Kristy Reidy and Charla Green.
Carma Bouska reported from the Legislative committee that there were no proposed amendments to be acted upon.  Carma thanked her committee.

The Newsletter & Promotion report was presented by Carolynn Lee.  Carolynn said “Newsletters are sent to each association president and association manager.  There are 118 associations, times 2 equals 236.  187 are sent to bowling centers.  A newsletter is also sent to each league secretary, women’s and mixed, that Charla has an address for, I have no numbers but there are many.  Current membership is 21,696 of which we send out 31 paid subscriptions.  At $2.00 each, income from subscriptions total $62.00.  The cost for printing the newsletter this year is $3,159.28.  A survey was conducted with the results being those who are receiving the newsletter would like to continue receiving it, but don’t want to pay for it.  Some would not mind receiving the newsletter via email.  Members would like to see more personal articles and tips for better bowling or “Here’s Johnny”.  And, finally, the members think we are doing a good job.  Charla has submitted our newsletter to USBC for their contest.  This is truly a service we provide to the membership that we need to continue.  We would remind each of you to continue sending Charla information for the newsletter.”  Carolynn thanked her committee, Jean Mumm, Norma Rose, Shirley Bloodsworth, Marilyn Mittan, and ex-officio, Kristi Reidy and Charla Green.

Wanda Blake came to the podium to give the report of the Special Tournaments committee.  Wanda said “The duty of my committee is to review rules for the miscellaneous tournaments such as Senior Tournament, Bowl for the Cure, and BVL.  The Senior Tournament in 2008 will be held in New Hampton.  If you don’t have your entry in yet, it’s too late as entries closed April 1.  The 2009 tournament will be held in Webster City.  We did receive two bids for the 2009 tournament but unfortunately, both were received beyond the deadline.  Per our manual rules, the decision was to be made by the President and approved by the Board, which was done; and she recommended Webster City, and the board approved.

Shannon McHugh gave her report on the Bowl for the Cure tournament.  Shannon said “2008 Bowl for the Cure.  Good afternoon! How many participated this year in the Bowl for the Cure mail-in tournament?  In February we sponsored the 5th annual mail-o-graphic tournament for the benefit of the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Research Foundation.  This year’s tournament was a HUGE success with a record 1,597 entries! That’s almost 500 entries more that our highest previous total!  The entry fee is $5, with $2 going to Bowl for the Cure.  This year we increased the number of divisions to 5, which included 2 divisions for BA members.  Certified league scores for the week of February 10 - 16 were used as the tournament scores.  The scores of the following week were allowed if the entrant could not compete the first week for reasons such as bad weather, illness, injury or family emergencies.  To each winner, including the guys, we are presenting a Beanie Baby bear. For the WBA Division 1, we had a tie.  The winners were Amanda Siefken of Belle Plaine USBC WBA and Faye Guthrie of Mt. Pleasant USBC with a handicap score of 847. Amanda’s average is 123 and she had games of 177, 189 and 130 for a 496 series, and she bowled 127 pins over her average.  Faye’s average is 96 and she had games of 140, 136 and 139 for a series of 415, and she was 163 pins over her average.  Winner of WBA Division 2 was Raina Sackett, also of the Belle Plaine USBC WBA.  Raina’s handicap score was 916 and her average is 142.  She had games of 200, 227 and 195, for a 622 series, and was 196 pins over her average.  Chris Brown, of the Muscatine USBC, was the winner of WBA Division 3, with a handicap score of 867.  Her average is 164 and she had games of 249, 208 and 182 for a 639 series, and was 147 pins over her average.  The winner of the Division 1 BA division was Romel Batisil of Ames Area USBC with a handicap score of 959.  His average is 162 and he had games of 279, 211 and 235 for a 725 series, and was 239 pins over his average.  Eddie Kane of the Gr. Davenport USBC BA was the winner of the Division 2 BA division with a handicap score of 876.  His average is 191 and he had games of 225, 247 and 257 for a series of 729, and he was 153 pins over his average.  The 1,597 tournament entries raised a total of $3,194.00 for the Foundation and outside donations of another $3,761.75 raised our total to $6,955.75.  This does not include the money currently being collected for the raffle prizes.  We have requested that these funds be returned to 4 Komen affiliates in Iowa – Southeast Iowa in Ottumwa, Des Moines affiliate, the Siouxland affiliate in Sioux City, and the affiliate in the Quad Cities.  I would like to announce a few certificates that have already been issued.  From the Davenport Metro USBC WBA, the Friday Nightmares raised a total of $1,100.00 and the Early Girlies raised $800.00, and each of these leagues was awarded a “Top Fundraiser” certificate.  “Top Fundraiser” certificates were also presented to the Hull USBC WBA - $800.00, and Keokuk USBC WBA - $583.75.  Other associations that have made notable donations and were awarded “Certificates of Appreciation” were Clarinda - $83.75, Oelwein USBC WBA - $85.000, $50.05 from the Greene County USBC, and the Thursday Fun Nite Mixed League out of Davenport - $90.00 donation.  Last night I was given a check from a local tournament held last October.  From the combined efforts of the Clinton USBC WBA and the Camanche USBC WBA and over 2 weekends, they raised $15,000!!!!!  Congratulations!!!!  They have requested that the entire amount raised be returned to the Quad Cities affiliate of the Komen Foundation.  For those that might be interested, the entire standing sheet and prize list can be viewed on the Iowa State USBC WBA web site at iowawba.com.  If you don’t have any luck with the web site, just let me know and I can send you the results through the mail.  Also, as a part of this year’s tournament, we had 3 Betty Crocker Limited Editions of the Pink Plaid cookbook, to be given away to any of the bowlers who paid an entry fee into the tournament.  Those winners were Donna Duetmeyer of Dyersville, Holly Cress of Eldridge, and Doreen Olson of Garner.  We are also raffling off several items – pink Bowl for the Cure bowling ball, Kitchen Aid pink hand mixer, Kitchen Aid 5-piece kitchen knife set, 5 Kitchen Aid kitchen tools, 6.5 qt. pink Rival crock pot, and 2 pink camping bag chairs.  We will be drawing for those prizes at the conclusion of the state tournament on June 1st.  You can get tickets here, at the tournament house, and even on the internet.  If you would like to hold your own Bowl for the Cure tournament, you may contact bowling headquarters for an event kit.  I would like to thank everybody who participated.  Your support is greatly appreciated, and we’ll be looking forward to your entries next year and hope for another record breaking year”.
Connie Rommel, chair of the BVL tournament gave her report.  Connie said “In 1942, a group of concerned and caring bowlers made a promise to the soldiers, seamen and airmen returning from the battlefields of World War II:  We won’t forget you.  And while so many changes have occurred within bowling over the past few years, one element has not-The Bowlers to Veterans Link.  Guided by representatives of bowling proprietors and our league associations, BVL has worked tirelessly to insure that this promise is kept.  And today, as so many are still in harm’s way, your help is more important than ever before.  BVL dollars are used to enhance the quality of life for active duty service men and women, reservists, and veterans in a variety of settings-on the front lines throughout the world and at VA Hospitals, Outpatient Clinics, Vet Centers and State Veterans Homes.  BVL grants provide arts and crafts programs, music and sports activities, reading materials, games, special events and much more.  BVL has one of the lowest overhead percentages amongst charitable organizations.  At our April 2007 board meeting, there was a discussion about BVL.  We were concerned that BVL is the “Bowlers Charity” that we should support it more than we do.  Kris thought we should have a mail-in tournament just like we have for “Bowl for the Cure”.  This is how this tournament got started.  It was decided to have the tournament bowling dates to include Veterans Day.  I volunteered to take care of the tournament.  Thanks to Shannon for her help with the forms, certification and answering all of my questions and also to Loretta Wander, the Greater Cedar Valley Manager, for her much needed help since I had no knowledge of Win Labs.  Between them both, I made it through my first year.  We had 33 associations and a total of 946 entries.  Not too bad for the first year.  This includes 19 WBA, 8 BA, and 6 merged associations.  Fort Dodge tops all entries with 102 WBA and 92 BA entries.  I know the ladies worked hard talking to the men and women to get their entries in.  When I was able to get out and get entries from my own association for both of these tournaments, I was surprised how easy it was to get the $5.00 entry when I told the person I would take care of filling out the form and getting their scores sent in.  As long as they didn’t have to do anything they were willing to give me the money.  Just last week, I had some of the guys come up to me and asked if the check they had received was from that tournament I took their $5,00 for, which was the Bowl for the Cure tournament.  It’s really easy ladies.  Just go out and ask.  Most people will donate if you do the work and most of us are willing to do that.  Our winners for this year’s tournaments are:  WBA 135 & below, Chris Blocker 878 Belle Plaine, WBA 136-155, Donna Banta 849 Davenport Metro, WBA 156 & below, Corleen Calkins 824 Marshall County, BA 170 & below, Frank Fayer 866 Ames Area, BA 171 & above, Ernie Cubbage 976 Belle Plaine.  We have $1,892.00 from the tournament entries and $460.73 of donations from associations that raised extra money to send to BVL from this first tournament.  What a great success story for our first tournament.  We are raffling a bowling ball that has an American flag and a bald eagle on it at Maple Lanes.  This money will also be going to BVL.  If you haven’t bought tickets and would like to, let me know and I’ll take care of it for you.  Tickets are $1.00 each or 6 for $5.00.  Thank you to all of the men and women that worked to get the entries sent it.  Let’s make the 2008/2009 tournament even bigger and better.
Tournament Study chair, Norma Rose came forward with her report.  Norma reported that in the 2009 tournament, we will be inserting a January 31st average of at least 21 games.  After review with USBC, we will allow card playing beginning with the 2009 tournaments.  We investigated credit card payment for the tournament entry fee but the fees associated with accepting credit card payments are too high.  Finally, we reviewed the first six weeks of surveys from the tournament and will revisit this item at our August meeting when we have the full tournament survey results available.  Norma thanked her committee.

Shirley Bloodsworth, Workshop Advisory gave her report which showed 140 in attendance at the Saturday morning workshop.  The Summer workshop will be held July 19th at the Moose Lodge in Marshalltown; a flyer regarding this is in the delegate packets.  The theme for the Summer workshop will be “Rediculous Days”.

Memorial committee chair, Marilyn Mittan gave her report from the podium and went over the agenda for the Memorial Service on Sunday.

President, Kristi Reidy then asked for any unfinished business.  There was no unfinished business.

Barbara Einfelt, Greater Cedar Valley USBC then came to the podium and read a moving poem, “Hello Remember Me”, regarding our flag.

President Kristi then made announcements regarding the Memorial committee, 600 Club meeting at 5:00 pm, The Writer’s will meet immediately following recess, the Iowa Bowling Council will meet immediately in Room 903.  Hospitality rooms will be held this evening in the Blackhawk & Corral rooms.  Kristi reminded the delegation that no flash pictures are allowed during the memorial service, and that there will be a break between the memorial service and the annual meeting re-convening.

Charla Green then told of the interviews KWWL Channel 7 had done at the tournament and showed the two taped segments to the delegates.  Special thanks to Sue Neebel for taping these events.

President Reidy declared the meeting in recess at 3:50 pm.

Sunday Session, April 6, 2008
President Reidy called the meeting to order at 9:10 am.

Marilyn Mittan, Memorial committee came to the podium and thanked her committee.

Nikki Thomas, Credential Chair, gave the final report of the Credential Committee as of 8:30 am on Sunday, April 6, 2008.  Registered and eligible to vote are 4 officers, 7 directors, 136 delegates, total 147, representing 45 local associations.  Nikki thanked her committee.

President Reidy reported as unfinished business that the Iowa Bowling Council had met the evening before and will be awarding 13 $300.00 scholarships.

We then moved onto New Business.  President Reidy called on Vickie Wetzel, chairman of the Nominating committee for their report.  Vickie reported:  For 1st Vice President, Shirley Bloodsworth, Pella.  For Sergeant-At-Arms, Carma Bouska, Waverly.  For Director #3 Sue Strasburger, Cedar Rapids, and Chris Supino, Jasper County.  For Director #4 Connie Rommel, Greater Cedar Valley.  For Iowa Delegate to USBC annual meeting in 2009 Kristi Reidy, Independence and for alternate to the USBC 2009 meeting, Charla Green, Fort Dodge.
President Reidy then called for nominations for 1st Vice President.  Gail Huerter, Pella moved, seconded by Vickie Wetzel to elect Shirley Bloodsworth by acclamation.  The motion carried, Shirley accepted.

Kristi then opened the floor for nominations for Sergeant-At-Arms.  Becky McRobie, Waverly moved, seconded by Vickie Wetzel to elect Carma Bouska by acclamation.  Motion carried.  Carma accepted.

President Reidy then called for Sue Strasburger and Chris Supino to come forward.  As there were no other nominations, Kristi declared the polls closed.  The tellers picked up the ballots and retired to the counting area.

Kristi Reidy then gave the report of the 20 Year Club as Lynne Knepp, Secretary-Treasurer of the 20 Year Club was unable to attend this morning.  Kristi said “To the officers, directors, delegates and guests:  The 20 Year Club held it’s annual luncheon and meeting on Saturday, April 5, 2008 at the Ramada, Waterloo, IA.  President Peg Allen called the meeting to order with a moment of silence to remember 8 members who passed away.  There were 4 officers and 55 members present.  To date we have 8 new members and 180 total members.  Wyn Ann Allen was elected Vice President, and Lynne Knepp was re-elected as Secretary-Treasurer.  Association Presidents and managers please inform your bowlers about the 20 Year Club.  Membership is open to all ISUSBCWBA members who have bowled in 20 ISUSBCWBA (former IWBA) state tournaments.”
Kristi then called on Barbara Tarantino for the report of the 500 Club.  Barbara said “The Iowa 500 Club tournament was held on Nov. 10th & 11th, 2007 in Fort Dodge.  We had a total of 11 teams.  The Humboldt association entered 5 teams.  As of November 1, 2007, we have 19 new members, 13 of them bowled in our tournament for the first time.  Officers elected for a two year term were Wyn Ann Allen, Vice President, and Barbara Tarantino was re-elected Secretary-Treasurer.  This year’s tournament will be on November 8th & 9th, 2008 at Champion Lanes in Ottumwa.  Information will be available on the Iowa State USBC WBA website.  I do have entry forms with me if anyone would like them today, you can see me after the meeting is over.  If your association would like to bid on our tournament for 2009, let me or Connie DeGreef know.  You do not have to have a local 500 club to bid on the tournament”.

The tellers returned with the results of the voting.  President Reidy declared we have an election.  136 votes cast, 69 needed for election, Sue Strasburger 89, Chris Supino 46.  Sue accepted, and Chris congratulated Sue and thanked the delegation for their support.

Kristi then open the polls for Director #4.  Judy Henry, Greater Cedar Valley moved to re-elected Connie Rommel by acclamation, seconded by Barb Einfelt.  Motion carried.  Connie accepted and thanked the delegation.

1st Vice President, Shirley Bloodsworth then took the podium and asked if there were any other nominations for delegate to the USBC meeting in 2009.  Hearing none, she declared Kristi Reidy elected as our delegate.

Kristi then returned to the podium and asked for any other nominations from the floor for alternate to the 2009 USBC meeting.  Hearing none, she declared the polls closed and that Charla Green was elected as alternate.

Roxie Bush, chair of the tellers committee came forward and thanked her committee.

We then moved on to the selection of the tournament site for 2010.  Diana Wulf, Boone County moved, seconded by Jackie Mundorf, Cedar Rapids to accept Fort Dodge’s invitation.  All were in favor.

Kristi then called on Janice Cooper for the report of the 600 Club.  Janice said “2008 Iowa 600 Club Annual Meeting- The Iowa 600 Bowling Club met on Saturday, April 5th in Waterloo, Iowa, with 49 members and 2 guests attending.  Re-elected as vice president was Sue Strasburger from the Cedar Rapids USBC WBA, and Shannon McHugh as secretary-treasurer from the Greene County USBC.  The membership of the 600 club as of April 1st was 748, with 49 new and 699 renewed members.  Since the report of the membership was prepared on March 25th, several more renewals and new memberships have been received but have not been included in the totals.  Dues for club membership remain at $2.00 for both new members and renewals.  Donations were approved of $50.00 to each of the four VA facilities, and $300.00 to the Iowa Bowling Council for their scholarship fund.  We would also like to pause for a moment to remember Joan Huggins of Newton, a past secretary-treasurer of the Iowa 600 Bowling Club, who passed away this past week on April 2nd.  The 2008 Doubles and Singles Tournament will be held in October at Spare Time Lanes in Jefferson, with the entry fee to remain at $12.00 per event, and $1.00 optional all events handicap fee and $1.00 optional all events scratch fee.  Our winners from last fall were Elaine Hess and Joan Welsch of Greenfield USBC WBA with a score of 1500 in the doubles event.  The singles event winner was Joan Welsch with a score of 798, and Carri Danker of the Fort Dodge USBC WBA captured the all events handicap crown with a total score of 1529, and the all events scratch champion was Cari McPartland of the Ames Area USBC with a score of 1309.  Plaques were presented for “Bowler of the Year” awards for high game and high series – these are the honor scores that were reported.  2 women bowled games of 299 during the 2006-2007 season – Cheryl Bloom of Mt. Pleasant and Tabitha Tillie Bieri of Muscatine, and Stephanie Beck of Dubuqueland was presented the plaque for her high series of 812.  In addition to the Doubles & Singles Tournament held in October, we will also have our singles tournament that is held in conjunction with the ISUSBCWBA State Tournament and the mail-o-graphic tournament which we use our league scores from a specific week of league bowling.  However, we did make a major change to the singles tournament.  The tournament will now have 3 divisions.  One division for your score in the team event, a division for your score in the doubles event, and a division for the singles scores, and you will be able to cash in each division.  You may enter all 3 divisions or any 1 or 2 of your choice.  Entries are not transferable to another division and if you should bowl more than once in the team event, you will only be able to use the scores from the time and date noted on your entry form.  Last year’s winner of the singles tournament was Michelle Hochrein of the Dubuqueland USBC WBA with a handicap score of 781, and the winner of the mail-o-graphic tournament was Jerry Lynn Bloom of the Mt. Pleasant USBC with a handicap score of 769.  The mail-o-graphic tournament allows multiple entries but you may cash only once in the prize list.  Entry blanks for both tournaments will be mailed out next fall with your club memberships.  So please send in your dues early to receive your information as there are closing dates for each tournament.  The entry fee will remain the same in both tournaments - $5.00 for the mail-in with multiple entries, and $6.00 for each entry in the singles tournament with $1.00 of the entry fee going to Bowl for the Cure.  This year the club raised $153.00 from its entries to benefit Bowl for the Cure.  We also had a drawing for 3 prizes – Linda Ehlinger won a CD radio, Lillian Bloom won a 3-piece duffle bag set, and Tricia Nederheiser won a rolling duffle bag.  Thank you!
The report of the Iowa Women’s 700 Bowling Club was given by Sue Strasburger.  Sue said “To the officers, directors, delegates, and guests assembled at the 2nd annual meeting of the Iowa State USBC Women’s Bowling Assn., Inc., the Iowa Women’s 700 Bowling Club was organized on March 22, 1997 at a meeting in Council Bluffs, IA.  Membership today stands at 222, which includes seven new members this season.  The annual meeting of the 700 Club was held on Saturday, September 29, 2007 at Maple Lanes in Waterloo, IA.  Among the business of the group was the election of officers.  Current officers are:  Kim Grady, Cedar Rapids, President, Sue Strasburger, Cedar Rapids, 1st Vice President, Bonny Prucha, Cedar Rapids, 2nd Vice President, Charla Green, Fort Dodge, Secretary-Treasurer, and Robbin Jones, Cedar Rapids, Sergeant-At-Arms.  The location of the 2008 tournament, which will be held on September 27th, will be at Fischer Lanes in Dubuque.  The 2009 event will be hosted by Lancer Lanes in Cedar Rapids.  Prior to the annual meeting, the 4 games Singles Tournament was held.  First place was claimed by Kim Grady, Cedar Rapids with her 889 scratch, 945 handicap total.  2nd place went to Sharon Tollefson, Cedar Rapids with an 836 scratch, 916 total, and not far behind in 3rd was Laurie Hiatt from Dubuqueland with her 841 scratch, 913 total. Judy Henry came to the microphone and said, “Madame President, I would like to present this resolution to the delegates.  Be it resolved, that the acts of the officers and agents of the Iowa State USBC WBA since its last annual meeting be, and they are hereby ratified and approved”.  Judy Henry, Greater Cedar Valley moved, seconded by Linda Cline, Davenport Metro to accept the resolutions, motion carried.

With our business concluded, the meeting was adjourned at 9:55 am.
